Title of the Conference: The 11th Jonas Pranas Aleksa international interdisciplinary scientific conference “Development of the State Vision in the XXI century: national and global context” 
The conference will be held September 21-22, 2018 at Siauliai University Library (Vytauto Street, 84)
Aim of the conference - to mobilize scientists, studying current situation and perspectives of the modern state strategy in the network society, as well as contemporary urban - rural partnership.
Such topics will be discussed during the conference:
- formation of the modern homesteads and settlements in the contemporary countryside.
- participation of the Local Action Groups (LAGs) and the local communities in the creation of new jobs in remote areas. 
- development of the alternative (non-agrarian) business in the countryside areas.
- optimal use of the countryside recreational resources and the formation of a healthy lifestyle.
- reducing of the economic, cultural and political exclusion of rural population. Stimulation of the civic activity of the local population, as well as education of local leaders.

- experience of the comparative researches of the latest tendencies in creating of state strategies in Lithuania, Latvia, Poland, Slovakia, USA, Belarus, Kazakhstan, etc.  
The following topics s will be discussed during this conference:
1. The latest changes of the urban and countryside areas role in creating of strategy of state and the modern regional policy.

2. Main trends of the development of the modern state economics. Optimal use of the local natural, human and infrastructure resources.

3. Strategic development of the demographic situation in the state (migration, emigration and immigration). How to meet the basic social requirements of the state population (for residence, work, healthy style of living, permanent education, system of moral values, security, etc.). Realization of the requirements of the economics of happiness it the modern democratic state

4. Creating of the active civil society in the permanent strengthening of self-governance, local communities and realization of social innovations.  
5. Main changes in the role of modern human being during the fourth industrial revolution. The role of culture in the modern society. Realization of the healthy and smart style of living. Modernization and preservation of the national identity.    
Estimated duration for the reports at the conference: up to 30 minutes in the plenary session and up to 20 minutes during the sections.
Conference languages​​: Lithuanian, English, Russian.

This conference is the unique interdisciplinary meeting of researchers, involved in the analysis of the changes in the role of the knowledge society. Perspectives of the modern rural-urban partnership for creating of the new industrial and utility businesses and non-agrarian jobs as well as social services will be analyzed. 

The most complicated tasks for the sustainable development of the countryside areas are as following: realization of the full-fledged employment of population, increasing of the contribution of these areas into the state gross domestic product and increasing of the life quality for the whole population. It means: creating in the state strategy of the modern settlements, comfortable and safe homesteads, increasing the ecological farming and non-agrarian businesses, implementation of the regenerative sources of energy and advanced technologies, creating possibilities for the rich cultural activities as well as development of educated and creative personalities, permanent and close connection with the nature, education of the ethic and comprehensive value system of the personality and community. 

These annual interdisciplinary conferences are organized since 2008. Scientists from Lithuanian universities and research centers as well as researchers from more than 10 foreign countries (USA, United Kingdom, France, Germany, Greece, Belgium, Spain, Slovakia, even China and Egypt) have participated in these conferences and were among speakers and participants of the debates.   

Jonas Pranas Aleksa (1879-1955) was one of the most famous leaders of the agrarian sector in the independent Lithuania (1920-1940) and the founder of the agrarian economic science. Tragic fate of J. P. Aleksa is associated with the key processes and events in Lithuania history. After riddance of the soviet occupation regime and during the restoration of Lithuania’s statehood, were recreated the opportunities to luck back at the close-by, but desecrated history of the nation, to analyze the experience of the First Republic of Lithuania, to understand the political, moral, social, economic and cultural development of the state. 
The comprehensive analysis shows J. P. Aleksa public and scientific activities can be very effectively adapted for the creation of modern state strategy and strengthening of democracy in the state public administration. The J. P. Aleksa personality itself becomes is a bright example for future generations, shows how to serve to the native country and to the universal goodness. Unshakeable idealism, integrity and honesty, faith in human progress are the qualities which for us and for our future generations will enable to choose the most valuable trends of life strategy.
